
In April, CID and Mi s s o u r i
School for the Deaf (MSD) 
co-hosted an historic De a f
Education Summit invo l v i n g
school districts, private schools,
national associations and other
agencies beginning to discuss
ways to work together to im-
p rove education for all childre n
in Missouri who are deaf and
h a rd of hearing. 

Attendees considered state-
wide data showing a dire need
for improvement in the area of
l a n g u a g e learning. Since CID
students have high achieve m e n t
s c o res in spoken language and
l i t e r a c y, this is an area to which
we can bring particular stre n g t h
as we continue to consider ways
to improve professional deve l-
opment of teachers of the deaf. 
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Presentations and discus-
sions also centered around the
need for parents to have un-
biased information about all
options as they make educa-
tional choices for their chil-
d ren, the need to ensure that
all hospital-identified childre n
re c e i ve follow-up diagnostic
and intervention services, and
the need to provide more
social opportunities for deaf
students. 

1998 CID graduate Va l e r i e
Bu, a student at the Un i ve r s i t y
of Missouri, was among the
speakers at the summit. Va l e r i e
spoke eloquently about learn-
ing to talk at CID, then later
choosing to learn sign language
as a teen so she could commu-
nicate in both worlds.

Jean Utley Lehman leaves legacy for teachers

“ Despite the marked differ-
ence in our educational ap-
p roaches, MSD and CID have
overlapping interests that are 
in line with the interests of the
state,” said CID exe c u t i ve dire c-
tor Robin Fe d e r. “Our mutual
goal is to improve the educa-
tion of children who are deaf
and hard of hearing. We look
f o rw a rd to finding collaborative
p rojects that help Mi s s o u r i’s
families understand and access
the full range of educational
options and services available 
to them.”

An only child from De l a va n ,
Wisconsin, Jean Utley Lehman
went on to become a leader 
in the field of deaf education
and a woman of many talents.
It is with great sadness that 
we mark her recent passing and
with deep appreciation that 
we re c o g n i ze her generous 
$1.5 million bequest to CID.

Dr. Lehman was a graduate
of CID’s teacher training pro-
gram in 1932 and re c e i ved a
b a c h e l o r’s degree from Wa s h -
ington Un i versity in 1935. Sh e
earned a master’s degree fro m
Wayne State Un i versity in
1938, and in 1945 became the
first woman to earn a PhD 
in speech and hearing fro m
No rt h western Un i ve r s i t y.

Be f o re retiring as a pro f e s s o r
f rom California State Un i ve r -
sity at Los Angeles in 1974,
Dr. Lehman taught at eight
schools, directed the Sp e e c h
and Hearing Re h a b i l i t a t i o n
Clinic at the Un i versity of
Illinois College of Me d i c i n e
and served on advisory com-
mittees to California State Un i -
versity and the U.S. De p a rt -
ment of Education. Her pub-
lications included W h a t’s It s
Name? A Guide to Speech and
Hearing De velopment, Bobby
and His Hearing Aid and T h e
Utley Lip Reading Test, a widely
published classic in the field
and the only standard i zed 
lip reading test at the time for
w o rds, sentences and stories.

Chapters in books, articles 
and class compendiums furt h e r
document Dr. L e h m a n’s 
e x p e rtise and contributions.
Her long and prolific care e r
m o t i vated her contemporaries, 
p re p a red future leaders and
i n s p i red her to leave a bequest
to CID for an endowment to
help fund teacher education in
p e r p e t u i t y. Dr. Lehman’s gift
will help CID achieve strategic
goals in training current CID
teachers as well as teachers in
m a i n s t ream schools.

“We are honored that Dr.
Lehman chose to entrust her
legacy to CID,” CID e xe c u t i ve
d i rector Robin Feder said. “It 
is a fitting legacy for a woman
whose personal and pro f e s s i o n a l

What is it like for families
to travel across the continent
to the school they had hoped

to find for years? One mother
told me she felt “as if she had
won the lottery!” We can
n e ver underestimate the
impact we have on families. 

In Ma y, we hosted our
graduation. After the cere m o-
n y, the grandparents of a 6-
year-old graduate wrote: “In
life, rarely one is handed a gift
so big and magnificent one’s
h e a rt cannot hold its joy. Fi ve
years ago, no one knew if 
[our grandson] would eve r
speak. You have given us our
d ream. We can only imagine
w h e re he will go now. ”

C I D ’s  mission is to teach 
c h i l d ren to listen, talk, re a d
and succeed so they can have
a future of possibilities and
o p p o rtunities. But it doesn’t
stop t h e re. Our mission also
i n c l u d e s the partnerships we

forge with educators and other
p rofessionals worldwide to help
c h i l d ren communicate to
a c h i e ve their fullest potential.

this goal. Last ye a r, they part-
n e red with Westgate Re s e a rc h
to survey professionals in pub-
lic school settings, and con-
s i d e red services, materials and
p roducts CID can offer. 

Based on results of the sur-
ve y, CID staff have deve l o p e d
f i ve in-service training mod-
ules that can be delive red in
public schools. The goal is to
become a re s o u rce for teachers
with deaf and hard of hearing
students in their classro o m s .

During the past 10 ye a r s ,
CID has offered 57 pro f e s-
sional development work s h o p s
to more than 975 part i c i p a n t s
f rom 45 states and seve r a l
countries. “The new in-serv i c e
modules are a natural exten-

sion of this program combined
with the individualized work
our teachers already do with
staff at our graduates’ target
s c h o o l s , ” Feder said. 

“We are in a unique posi-
tion to provide formal,
focused training for adminis-
trators, general education
teachers, speech-language
pathologists and other staff
who work with deaf and hard
of hearing students in the
m a i n s t ream.” 

Each in-service module will
be tailored to the needs of the
staff of the school in which it
is presented. T h e re are also
modules for parents and class-
mates, as well as for the deaf
and hard of hearing students.

c h i l d ren often we re not we a r-
ing their hearing aids and
cochlear implants when they
a r r i ved for nursery class and
when counselors arrived for
home visits. The goal, then,
was to make parents aware of
the importance for children to
wear their devices during all
waking hours, so they could
take advantage of eve ry oppor-
tunity to learn language. T h e
g roup used a computer test
that simulates hearing loss to
help parents understand what
their children hear thro u g h
their devices. They also cre a t-
ed an awareness campaign
consisting of posters and flye r s
with related messaging. T h e
m e a s u red effect of this cam-
paign was so engaging, C I D
d e veloped it as a product for
other schools. CID He a r
Today campaign posters are
n ow available through the
publications depart m e n t .

CID is not a neighborhood
school, and many childre n
t r a vel long distances to attend.
Those same distances, along
with busy schedules and a
host of family issues, can hin-
der parent participation in
p a rent-teacher meetings where
they learn how to support
their child’s education at
home. The goal of the pre - k
P LC was to improve commu-
nication with parents and
i n c rease their attendance at
p a rent-teacher meetings.

The team came up with
practical solutions to save par-
e n t s’ time, including combin-
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In a project designed to make
use of the collaborative powe r s
within our walls, last fall CID
co-principal Lynda Be rk ow i t z
i n t roduced the Pro f e s s i o n a l
Learning Community (PLC )
to CID. PLCs operate under
the assumption that the key 
to improved learning for stu-
dents is the continuous learn-
ing of professionals. It invo l ve s
w o rking collaboratively in an
ongoing process with the ulti-
mate goal of student success. 

Staff participated on thre e
P LC teams composed of a
c ross-section of staff members,
including teachers from each of
the three educational depart-
ments, audiologists, speech-lan-
guage pathologists, the school
c o u n s e l o r, occupational therapist
and nurse, and finance, deve l-
opment and school services staff. 

Each team took time to
select a specific, measurable
goal in line with CID’s mission
to help children who are deaf
and hard of hearing achieve
their potential. The teams met
regularly and worked tow a rd
their goals during the ye a r.

“The first interesting thing
about the process was that,
quite independently, all thre e
teams came up with goals re -
lated to parent invo l ve m e n t , ”
Be rk owitz said. “What surf a c e d
was the conviction that we
could better help the childre n
by finding ways to more fully
engage their pare n t s . ”

In each team, the pro j e c t
took a different form.The fam-
ily center group noticed that

ing educational visits with
n e c e s s a ry visits to other depart -
ments, such as finance and
a u d i o l o g y, communicating
m o re often via telephone and
e-mail, and adding flexibility
to the schedule. Di f f e re n t
solutions we re better suited to
d i f f e rent families, and the
team learned a lot about par-
e n t s’ situations, motiva t i o n s
and expectations. The pro c e s s
b rought to light issues teach-
ers will continue to explore .

The primary PLC team’s
goal was to enhance commu-
nication between parents and
their children. This group set
up a monthly teacher contact
p rogram and developed a
home-school connection series
of activities to give pare n t s
and children meaningf u l
things to talk about. As with
the pre-k team effort, the
activity produced mixe d
results. Some, but not all, of
the parents took advantage 
of the enhanced pro g r a m .

“ In a Professional Learning
C o m m u n i t y, learning what
d o e s n’t work is just as impor-
tant as learning what work s , ”
Be rk owitz said. “The impor-
tant thing is continuing to ask
questions and explore answe r s .
The process of discove ry turns
all of us into learners and makes
it possible for us to continual-
ly focus on improving student
and family achievement.”      

CID plans to continue to
g row as a Professional Learning
C o m m u n i t y, adding goals and
w o rking across depart m e n t s .

Speech-Language Hearing Association (ASHA) i n
Boston in November 2007, American Journal of
Audiology editor Anthony Cacace, PhD pre s e n t-
ed Li s a Davidson, PhD, and Ma r g a ret Sk i n n e r,
PhD, a prestigious ASHA Ed i t o r’s Aw a rd for
their article, “Audibility and Speech Pe rception 
of Children Using Wide Dynamic Range Com-
p ression Hearing Aids.” The study earned re c -
ognition for being the first to demonstrate the
utility of these devices for amplifying ambient or
ove rh e a rd speech. Davidson is CID’s head of
pediatric audiology and a re s e a rch assistant pro-
fessor in the Washington Un i versity School of
Medicine De p a rtment of Ot o l a ry n g o l o gy. Sk i n n e r,
a professor in that department, was also head of
the Cochlear Implant and Hearing Re h a b i l i t a -
tion Pro g ram before she passed away in Ja n u a ry
(see the article on p. 5). Due to her illness, she
was unable to attend the confere n c e .

Donald H. Eldredge, MD, 
a retired scientist and the
former head of physiology
and assistant director of
research at CID, died in
June 2008 due to compli-
cations from Parkinson’s
Disease. He was 87.     

He earned his MD from
Harvard University, was a
medical officer in the U.S.
Army and Air Fo rce (1943–
1951), then conducted labo-
r a t o ry re s e a rch in biophysics
and physiology of the ear 
at CID for 33 years until his
re t i rement in 1986.

matical backgrounds.”  

Charlotte, Dr. El d re d g e’s
wife of 60 years, was a vo l -
unteer in the CID s c h o o l
l i b r a ry in the 1950s. We ex-
tend our sympathy to fam-
i l y, colleagues and friends.

Margaret “Margo” W. Skin-
ner, PhD, a professor in the
Department of Otolaryn-
gology and director of the
Cochlear Implant and Hear-
ing Rehabilitation Program
at Washington University
School of Medicine, died in
January 2008 after a long
illness. She was 72.

Dr. Skinner was a clinical
audiologist, research scien-
tist and audiology faculty
member at CID from 1969
to 1976, when she received
her PhD through the CID/
Washington University
Communication Sciences
Program and went to work
at the School of Medicine.  

Dr. Skinner was re s p e c t e d
internationally for rigoro u s ,
methodologically sound and
re l e vant re s e a rch. Her highly
regarded book, Hearing 
Aid Evaluation, was for
many years a part of the
curriculum for training
audiologists. She has been
praised for work that led 

to a variety of important
results, including hearing
aids designed to adjust to
background noise. She 
was also a pioneer in using
cochlear implants to help
patients who do not ben-
efit from hearing aids. 

Dr. Sk i n n e r’s re c e n t
re s e a rch included a collab-
o r a t i ve National In s t i t u t e s
of Health study with audi-
ologists at CID and other
oral schools. The work con-
tinues with the goal of pro-
ducing tools to assist audi-
ologists with pro g r a m m i n g
c h i l d re n’s hearing devices. 

Dr. Skinner was a we l l -
respected professional and 
a wise and patient mentor
to many. She will be dearly
missed.

Family creates named fund

Earlier this ye a r, CID re c e i ve d
a $5,000 grant from the Bu i l d -
A - Bear Wo rkshop Bear Hu g s
Foundation to help support
early literacy instruction at CID. 

“Early literacy skills are 
c rucial for our students,” said
CID pre-k coordinator and
co-principal Lynda Be rk o -
witz. “Teaching them how 
to listen and talk is only one 
p a rt of the equation. Learn-
ing to read – and reading 
well, fluently and at grade
l e vel – is linked to being able
to hear and speak a language.
The sooner a child can learn
to read, the faster he or she
will read to learn all subjects.”

Technological advances in
hearing aids and cochlear
implants are helping CID
p reschoolers develop language
skills faster than before, and
they are there f o re able to ben-
efit from early literacy instru c-
tion. Without using sign lan-
guage, CID teachers work
with children who are mildly
to profoundly deaf to teach

them the listening, language,
speech and reading skills they
need to succeed in a pre d o m -
inately hearing society.          

“Continuing to integrate
early literacy into the pre - k
and nursery programs is a
high priority at CID,” CID
e xe c u t i ve director Robin Fe d e r
s a i d . “ In the past several ye a r s ,
this emphasis has brought 
significant improvements in
our students’ test scores as
well as in their readiness to
a d vance academically.

“Thanks to help fro m
Bu i l d - A - Bear Wo rkshop and
other generous donors, we are
able to fund the staff re q u i re d
to develop curriculum, pre-
p a re materials and take
a d vantage of pro f e s s i o n a l
d e velopment opportunities in
early literacy instru c t i o n . ”

During the past two ye a r s ,
100% of CID returning pre - k
students increased their pre -
reading skills by one year or
m o re on the TERA-3 (Test 
of Early Reading Ability). 

Returning pre-k students’
s c o res went from an average 
of 82.5 in 2006 to 90.75 in
2007. The average for 2007 
was within the average range
c o m p a red to the early literacy
skills of hearing children.

Dr. Lehman’s close personal
friend Ruth Mc Grath re m e m-
bers her as a brilliant woman
with an inquisitive mind who
looked at all possibilities and
could readily separate “t h e
wheat from the chaff.” 

“ She laughed easily and
could out-think most others,”
Mc Grath said. “Her friends
we re professional colleagues,
students and those whom she
met in her daily life. She had 
a life full of people who love d
and respected her.” 

Dr. Lehman’s legacy in-
cludes a life-long love of music
and the arts. She sought out
p rofessionals to teach her oil
and acrylic painting, knitting,
macrame, needlepoint, we a v-
ing, stained glass, pottery and
journalism. “She had an ear
for music and an eye for design

and color,” Mc Grath said.
“When she felt she had mas-
t e red a field, she became an
enthusiastic teacher of others.”

Dr. Lehman touched
many lives. Thanks to her
g e n e rous bequest, her name
will be fore ver connected to
continuing education at CID.
